From the Parochial Administrator’s Desk 
 As we begin the summer months, I hope and pray that each of us will be able to find the time to 
relax.  I also hope that this will be a good time to consider and contemplate possibilities for ministry in 
the parish.  Our life of faith finds fuller meaning when we are able to witness this through our serving 
one another.  I am grateful for those who have truly committed all these years to the various ministries.  
But as what often happens, just because there are those who often go the extra mile, many of us 
simply assume that the ministries are not in need.  This is not often the case.  As I am truly grateful for 

the dedicated “STP – Same Ten People” in the various ministries, they have expressed the immense hope that many more 
share in the service.  I share their sentiments. 
 In the month of July, I will be offering training opportunities for the ministry of Lectors  (those who read and proclaim 
the scriptures at mass), Ushers  (those who minister to greet people at the door and serve as offertory collectors), 
Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion  (those who assist in the distribution of the Body and Blood of Christ), and 
the Altar Servers  (those who help the priest around the altar).  Although we still have not hired a director for music ministry, 
anyone willing to pray twice, i.e. sing at mass, are welcome to join the choir during the services, just come a few minutes 
earlier before mass.  There will be  two training days set aside for each ministry.  The first day will be for those who will be 
coming in new and the second day will be for both new and current ministers.  If you are interested in the training, please 
call the parish office and sign up. 
 Other ministries that I would like to reinforce and see some growth is the Religious Education Program (we are in 
need of catechists), the Youth Ministry (to have a core group of young people and some adults that will lead the ministry), 
Church Art and Environment (a.k.a. Altar Society) and the Saint Vincent de Paul and the Thrift Store ministries. 
I know that our parish community, through each member, has a lot to offer.  Some of us just need a little nudge or some 
words of encouragement.  May the Spirit call you loud and clear and perhaps push you hard enough to make that full 
commitment.

 Irineo nació en Esmirna, al occidente de Turquía. Desde joven fue discípulo de Policarpo, quien a su vez fue discípulo 
del apóstol Juan. Su vinculación a la Iglesia apostólica es directa y eso lo manifestó en su ministerio como obispo y escritor. En 
sus obras Contra los herejes, se preocupó no tanto por atacar a quienes tenían un concepto erróneo de la Iglesia y los misterios 
de la fe, sino de preservar la autenticidad de la fe cristiana predicada por los apóstoles. Una de las herejías que atacó fue la de 
los gnósticos, un grupo de cristianos que afirmaban que la salvación sólo venía por un conocimiento especial de Dios, disponible 
sólo para unos cuantos. Ireneo, además de maestro fue un gran pacificador, pues concilió las tensiones entre oriente y occidente 
en lo referente a la celebración de la Pascua, en la primera luna llena de la primavera. Movido por la necesidad, aprende los 
idiomas de la región de Francia y Alemania y va allá como su obispo, en medio de la persecución, donde a la postre, murió como 
mártir.
